CONGRATULATIONS TO CONCERT MASTERS & SECTION LEADERS
In September each advanced band and choir class elected a Concert Master, a student
leader who embodies the spirit of that band. The Concert Master serves as a role model
and sets an example of what a great musician or singer is. Sometimes this student will
get in front of the class to lead warm ups and present announcements for the week.
During concerts and trips, the Concert Masters help band directors relay information
about the day or event. Any student can approach the Concert Master for help or when
in need of information. 

Auditions were also held for musicians and singers to serve as Section Leaders.
Students vie for these positions in a “blind” musical or singing challenge, with directors
and coaches listening but not seeing any students perform. A student may be
nominated by their section if no one wants to vie for a particular Section Leader
position. Section Leaders are generally the strongest players in their sections, and lead
in playing or singing with confidence. Each Section Leaders assists their section in
keeping up good rehearsal etiquette and serve as a resource for others. Sometimes
Section Leaders might lead sectionals during class to work on certain passages in the
music. They are available to help their section and the group as a whole be the best
performers they can be.

PEER MUSICIAN MENTOR PROGRAM KICKS OFF | Early October
The Music Mentor Project is a year-long collaboration between older and
younger students in the Music Program. SEMS band students will have the
opportunity to develop leadership skills, inspire young students through
music, and guide 6th graders. Each 6th grade student will be paired with a 7th
or 8th grade student. All students will be trained in leadership and
collaboration techniques to assist their mentee, and they will meet weekly for
check ins through the school year. During each 20-minute meeting, mentors
assist mentees with music, practice methods, chat about their favorite bands,
and discuss any struggles new musicians may be experiencing.
